Seattle Seahawks Partner with Rebuilding Together South Sound to Kick Off National Rebuilding Day in Tacoma
WHAT:
On April 20, Marcus Trufant and other Seattle Seahawks players will help regional non-profit Rebuilding Together South Sound get ready for the organization’s annual Rebuilding Day by preparing the Holy Rosary School in Tacoma for a major rehabilitation. The Seahawks will be clearing out a space for a volunteer team to make critical health and safety upgrades to the school on April 24th, National Rebuilding Day. 

The Holy Rosary School in Tacoma serves many low-income students who receive free & reduced lunches, which could be at risk due to the health hazards in their kitchen. The Health Department is requiring the replacement of several large freezers, flooring and drywall, all which the school cannot afford.
The prep work by the Seahawks will make way for a team from the Master Builders Association of Pierce County to wrap up the work on April 24 during National Rebuilding Day activities.   

On Rebuilding Day, Rebuilding Together South Sound will rehabilitate 24 homes and 1 non-profit facility with the help of roughly 700 volunteers.

National Rebuilding Day is a community event where teams of volunteers come together to complete major home repair projects for their neighbors in need – particularly the elderly, people with disabilities and families with children.  This year, tens of thousands of volunteers are expected to participate through 200 Rebuilding Together affiliates across the country.

The mission is to bring volunteers and communities together to improve the homes and lives of low-income homeowners – particularly the elderly, people with disabilities and families with children. Rebuilding Day is an annual volunteer workday during which volunteer teams from supporting organizations make significant repairs for homeowners in need. Additionally, a year-round Home Modification program provides accessibility improvements such as ramps and grab bars to homeowners with limited mobility. With the volunteer and in-kind support the community provides, each dollar raised translates into a minimum of $4 worth of work for homeowner recipients. This year, Rebuilding Together South Sound plans to complete 70 home repair and modification projects.
