Rebuilding Together South Sound Joins President’s United We Serve Initiative 

Tacoma, WA – Rebuilding Together, the nation’s leading nonprofit organization working to preserve affordable homeownership, has called upon their network of affiliates and members of their CapacityCorps, a National AmeriCorps program, to implement an Energy Efficiency Outreach Project.   Rebuilding Together expects to share consumer-focused Energy Efficiency resources with 50,000 low-income people in 19 states.  

Rebuilding Together South Sound will be distributing 500 energy efficiency packages to low-income residents. The packages include information about energy efficiency and green home improvements as well as compact florescent light bulbs, nightlights and additional low-income energy assistance resource information. 100 volunteers have been recruited from local businesses, universities and AmeriCorps programs in the Tacoma-Pierce County area to compile and distribute these packages September 10th & 11th. This effort is part of the summer service initiative, which President Obama announced early this summer.

United We Serve kicked off on June 22 and runs through September 11, which will be marked for the first time as a national day of service and remembrance.  The initiative is being led by the Corporation for National and Community Service, a federal agency that improves lives and strengthens communities though volunteering and service. United We Serve focuses on five key areas where everyone can have a real impact in their community: education, health, energy and the environment; community renewal, and safety and security.
