About Rebuilding Together South Sound:
Rebuilding Together South Sound is a volunteer organization that works to preserve affordable homeownership by providing free home repairs and modifications to low-income homeowners. The homeowners served are either elderly, disabled or a family with children. Repairs are completed on or around an annual event, National Rebuilding Day, where sponsoring companies send volunteer teams to provide needed home repairs. Home modifications, which increase the accessibility of a home, are completed by volunteers throughout the year. 
Rebuilding Together South Sound is an affiliate of a national organization, Rebuilding Together Inc., but is solely responsible for its own fundraising, publicity, volunteer recruitment and management. Funds come from local corporations, foundations and individuals who are interested in assisting at the local level. For each dollar raised, at least four dollars worth of work is completed.

In 2009, Rebuilding Together South Sound rehabilitated 64 homes and one non-profit facility, with the help of more than 700 volunteers working more than 5,700 hours. To date, Rebuilding Together South Sound has provided home repairs with a market value of more than $3 million.
